If you obtain your
permit after dark, your permit will be good for the following day.

You can obtain a burning permit by calling 1-877-OK2-BURN (652-2876). Fires should not be
initiated before 8:00 a.m. and should be completely extinguished before dark.

To do so, check to see that
everything in your house related to water is off. Remove the lid of your meter and
using a flashlight, check to see if the numbers are changing. If so you might have a
leak somewhere. If you need assistance in locating your water meter, please call City
Hall 770-725-5455 and we will have someone come out and locate it for you.

Your water bill is due on the 15th of each month,
on the 16th there will be a 10% late fee added.
If your bill is not paid in full on or by the 20th,
you will be subject to disconnection on the 21st.
